Central Idea: Description of God

This is the description of God. This description is valid for the seeker so that he
may know the characteristics of God. If a man wants to attain God, he may
have to make these characteristics his religious practice. A man has to try to be
God in a small way. As he gradually begins to become like HIM, he will find a
rhythm establishing itself and a resonance struck between a man and God.

The truth is that the entire Sikh Religion is contained in these words. The
message was complete in these words and beyond that efforts had to be made
to understand it. The entire Sri Guru Granth Sahib was only an explanation of
this Mantra.
